SACRAMENT TO THE HOMEBOUND/SICK
Communion calls are typically done the first week of the 
month. Notify the rectory when a parishioner is in the 
hospital or ill at home to receive the Eucharist and 
Anointing of the Sick or be listed on our Communion 
calls.

SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM
Baptisms are held for registered parishioners 
following the 11AM Mass.
